Top Section; games graded English Chess Federation Rapid Play 

15 Minutes for the game plus 5 seconds per move from the start. 

5 Rounds with additional rounds, if there is time 

Children age 11 to 17 on 31st August 2017 must play in this section 

Children already qualified for the Megafinal should play in this section 

Divided into more than one section, if there are sufficient entries 

Delancey UK Chess Challenge Qualifying for the Megafinal Section; games graded ECF Rapid Play 

10 Minutes for the game plus 5 seconds per move from the start; 7 Rounds 

Divided into sections by age, if there are sufficient entries 

Children must be under age 11 on 31st August 2017, as children age over 11 do not need to qualify 

Beginners should play in this section

At the Megafinal, section winners will only receive a title and trophy, if they are from the Megafinal county
